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Intramural Sports

Captains’ Agreement
Revised: 12/19/06

The purpose of this agreement is to ensure that all participants gain the maximum
benefit and enjoyment from each intramural event. All team captains are required to
initial in each space provided before his/her team is allowed to play.

Sport Team

e | understand that intramurals are designed and operated for the enjoyment of all
participants, not just our own, and that my team will conduct itself in a sportsmanlike
fashion. | also understand that failure to do so may result in team penalties,
including but not limited to, game forfeits, ejections, suspensions, or team dismissal.

Initial

e | understand a sportsmanship rating system is in place and my team will comply in a
sportsmanlike manner, including maintaining a 5.0 average in the regular season
and playoffs. | understand that if my team does not have at least a 5.0 average at
the conclusion of the regular season that we will not be eligible for the playoffs. |
also understand that sportsmanship ratings reset in the playoffs and that, if at any
time, my team drops below a 5.0 average in the playoffs, my team will be
disqualified. Finally, | understand that it is my responsibility as the captain to sign
the score sheet after each competition and receive the team’s sportsmanship rating.

Initial

e | understand that any player on my team who is ejected from the game must sign the
Intramural Player Ejection Form. Players not signing the ejection form may be
suspended for the remainder of the season.

e | understand the eligibility rules are in place for all intramural events and my team
agrees to comply with all guidelines. If my team, for any reason, fails to comply with

these rules, we will forfeit any games that were played illegally.

e | understand the eligibility rules are in place for all intramural events and my team
agrees to comply with all guidelines. If my team, for any reason, fails to comply with
these rules, we will forfeit any games that were played illegally and will not be
eligible for playoffs.

e | understand all rules for the above sport and will respect them and the officials at all
times. | also understand any unsportsmanlike behavior by my team or any individual
of the team toward an official can result in ejection from the contest and possibly all
intramural competition.

e | understand that only the champions of the Competitive League for this sport will be
awarded Championship Mugs. | understand that only the champions of the
Intermediate League for this sport will receive Intramural Sport T-Shirts. |
understand the there are no playoffs or awards offered in Recreational League play.

Initial

e | understand that if, at any time before the end of the second week of play, my team
wishes to add a player, the player to be added must sign the ROSTER. Those
players signing only the score sheet will not be added, and will be ineligible for the
remainder of the season. All rosters are finalized after the end of the second week
of play.

Initial

e | understand that if my team chooses to, we may check out jerseys from the
Intramural Department to wear for that night's game(s). | also understand that if we
wear the Intramural jerseys that we must wear t-shirts (not tank tops) underneath.
Finally, | understand that for each jersey not returned at the end of the night, a $25
fine will be issued.

Initial

Rating Criteria:

7: Excellent sportsmanship. Team cooperates with officials, staff, and opposing
team. All questions regarding calls are handled in a civil and appropriate manner
by the team captain. Team fans are a positive influence on the game.

6: Good, positive communication with all Rec Staff. Team members verbally
complain about some decisions made by the officials. No incidence of poor
conduct.

5: Few examples of poor conduct; one or two minor incidents; warning for

inappropriate language. No unsportsmanlike conduct penalties.
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Captain’s Name

Persistently questions call of officials; negative attitude; abrasive language and/or
gestures directed towards teammates, opponents, Rec Staff; exceeding initial
warnings for inappropriate language. Team captain has minor control but is in
control of him/herself. At least one unsportsmanlike conduct penalty.

Multiple unsportsmanlike conduct penalties. Team members, coach, and/or
spectators clearly affiliated with the team persistently question the calls of the
officials in an abusive manner; failure to cooperate with the officials; multiple use
of inappropriate language. Any sport specific disqualification i.e. 2 yellow cards
in soccer or 2 technical fouls in basketball.

Any non-sport specific ejection i.e. 2 yellow cards in soccer or 2 technical fouls in
basketball. Any threats or abusive action towards Rec Staff, opponents, and/or
spectators. Damage or destruction of any campus recreation facility/property.
Fighting. Sexual harassment of any kind towards officials, opponents, and/or
spectators. Playing with ineligible players and failure to cooperate with Rec Staff.
Any participation of a player under the influence of drugs and/or alcohol. Any
game that is called due to unsportsmanlike conduct will automatically receive a 0
rating**.

The Intramural office reserves the right to disqualify any team from league
play if deemed appropriate.
