If you meet the criteria attached and are interested in applying, please complete the
attached application form and ask two members of the faculty /staff to write letters of
recommendation for you. A one-page letter from you describing your character, goals,
etc. is also required. Arrange to have the letters sent to the Office of Alumni Relations,
Russell Wright Alumni House, or bring them with the completed application form to the
office on or before the deadline date of December 3, 2009.

This scholarship will be in the amount of $350 and awarded during the academic year
2010-2011. Payment of the scholarship will be processed through the office of student
accounts.

The final responsibility for a complete application file is yours. No incomplete or late
applications or letters will be considered.
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First preference is for a woman with a junior or first semester senior status majoring in Elementary Education.
One annual scholarship per academic year will be awarded. The amount of the scholarship for the
academic year 2010-2011 is $350. This is a one-time award per recipient.

Eligibility

e Applicant must be of junior or first semester senior status by the conclusion of the fall 09 semester.
e Applicant must be a citizen of the United States.

® A maximum of thirty-six transfer credit hours may be applied to obtain the minimum 60 semester
hour requirement.

e Applicant must have demonstrated scholastic ability, earning a minimum cumulative point average
of 3.25 (verified.)

Application Procedure

Application form, if not attached, is available from the Office of Alumni Relations, Russell Wright Alumni
House, Slippery Rock University, Slippery Rock, PA 16057.

Completed applications shall include the following:

e A completed application form
e Two letters of recommendation. At least one from an individual employed by the university.

e A one-page statement, with a minimum of one hundred words from the applicant describing
his/her accomplishments the past year and future plans.

Applicants must have filed all information listed above by December 3, 2009, with the Office of Alumni
Relations.

Scholarship selection will be made in cooperation with department of education faculty and financial aid
office. Scholarship will be used for academic year 2010-2011. No distinction shall be made based on
race, color, creed or age. No applications will be returned, but will remain on file in the Office of Alumni
Relations for a full year.

Terms of the scholarship

Payment of the scholarship shall be placed on deposit with the Office of Student Accounts, Slippery Rock
University, for the fall semester following the awarding of the scholarship. The winner shall be awarded
three hundred fifty ($350). Winners shall be informed by phone and letter.

If the recipient, for any reason, does not complete the full semester of scholarship, any remaining monies
from the scholarship shall be returned to the Slippery Rock University Alumni Association, Anna Brua Williams
Scholarship.
