gain remote access to course software 
 Life got easier for thousands of SRU students with the opening of spring semester when 
the need to visit on-campus computer labs all but ended with the implementation of new 
software allowing students to link to course-related computer programs from any computer 
in the world.
 ��e new Citrix software tied to manufacturer licensing agreements make it easier for 
students, because they can link to many of their required class software programs from their 
home computer, their residence hall room computer, their local library computer or any 
computer tied to the Internet,� said Jacob Skiba, Citrix Systems administrator in the O�ce 
of Information Technology. �e system went online at the start of the semester.

Veteran administrators tapped
to lead advancement efforts
 Two veteran administrators with deep ties and more than a combined 60- plus years 
of service to the University were named this week as Co-interim Vice President for 
Development at Slippery Rock University.
 Robert Aebersold, who retired as president after serving the University for 30 years, and 
Robert Watson, who retired as vice president for student life following a 34-year career at 
SRU, will begin their new positions immediately.
 �We are extremely fortunate to have two exceptionally talented individuals who have 
agreed to provide interim leadership for this critical area of the University,� said Robert 
Smith, president. ��ey will be an excellent resource to the University as we transition to 
new leadership in advancement and close out our current campaign.�
 �e Campaign for Slippery Rock University, a 10-year campaign to raise $33 million, is 
in the seventh year. As of Dec. 31, 2006, the campaign had generated gifts and pledges of 
$26.7 million.

Journalist Peter Arnett plans lecture
Tuesday on media war coverage
 Pulitzer Prize-winning journalist Peter Arnett, best known for his 1991 on-the-scene 
coverage of the Persian Gulf War bombing for CNN and his TV interview with Osama bin 
Laden, is expected to discuss how he has covered various wars when he addresses the SRU 
community Tuesday.
 �e free address is at 12:30 p.m. in the Advanced Technology and  
Science Hall Auditorium.
 Arnett, now working as a freelance journalist, will also visit a �Broadcast 
History� class taught by Mark Zeltner, associate professor of communication 
at 2 p.m. �e reporter will also have lunch with students and faculty.
 �e lecture is sponsored by SRU�s College of Business, Information and 
Social Sciences and the College of Humanities, Fine and Performing Arts.
 �e veteran journalist, who received his Pulitzer in 1966 for reporting work on the 
Vietnam War for �e Associated Press, also is known for being the �rst television reporter 
granted a 60-minute interview of pre-submitted questions with Bin Laden in 1997. �e 
interview took place in eastern Afghanistan.
 Arnett has also worked for NBC, MSNBC, National Geographic and Britain�s 
Daily Mirror.

 While serving as a war correspondent, he stirred up controversy 
by granting an interview with state-controlled Iraqi Television 
during which he commented on the American war in Iraq, saying, 
��e �rst war plan has failed because of Iraqi resistance. Now they 
are trying to write another war plan. Clearly, the American war 
planners misjudged the determination of the Iraqi forces.� He later 
apologized for granting the interview, but not for his comments. 
 Arnett is the author of �Live from the Battle�eld: From 
Vietnam to Baghdad, 35 Years in the World�s War Zones.� 

Grant helps Bridge Project 
expand victim services initiative 
 SRU has received a $228,952 grant from the U.S. 
Department of Justice to add group discussions and a 
freshman orientation component to �e Bridge Project,  
a �ve-year-old education and victims-services initiative 
working to minimize violence against women.
 �e project, launched in 2002, provides education to 
students on combating sexual assault, relationship violence 
and stalking. It also o�ers victims advice on where to turn for 
professional services following an incident.
  �Sexual assault is still under reported everywhere,� said 
Jodi Solito, SRU�s coordinator of health promotions, who 
applied for the continuing grant. �What we are trying to do is 
address the issue and be a leader in prevention and advocacy.�
 �is fall, the project will provide peer mentors for SRU�s 
Jump Start Mentoring Program, which provides orientation 
services to minority students who arrive a couple weeks early 
for their �rst year, Solito said. Additionally, the project will 
provide a training curriculum for residence life sta� serving as 
primary responders in on-campus housing.  
 Housed in SRU�s Women�s Center, the University launched 
�e Bridge Project in partnership with the Butler County 
Victim Outreach Intervention Center. Since its inception, it 
has provided nearly 200 education programs, six campuswide 
events and training for student health services, University and 
borough police, and judicial programs sta�. 
 

Both the women�s and men�s indoor track and �eld teams captured 
championships in last Saturday�s PSAC West Challenge in Morrow 
Field House. Andi Rose won two individual events (55-meter 
hurdles and 200m dash) and ran a leg of the winning 4x400 relay 
to lead The Rock effort. Nikki Presto scored a team-high 16 points 
Wednesday as the women�s basketball team recorded its second 
straight win and improved its overall record to 8-9 with a 62-59 
home victory over IUP. Laurel Heilman’s team is tied for second 
place in the Pennsylvania State Athletic Conference-Western 
Division with a 2-1 record...The men�s basketball team saw its overall 
record fall to 4-14 when it dropped a 76-69 decision to Indiana 
on Wednesday, despite a game-high 20 points by Kenny Smith. 
The Rock, coached by Jamal Palmer, is 1-2 in PSAC-West action. 
Heather Walbright won both the 100 and 200 freestyle events 
and swam a leg of the winning 400 freestyle relay Sunday in the 
women�s swimming team�s 122-83 loss at Millersville. Jim Yeamans’ 
squad is 0-5 in dual-meet competition. The women�s water polo 
team opens its 2007 season this weekend at the University of 
Michigan Kick-Off event. Rocky returns Feb. 21. More details to 
follow.
