We literally picked them up with a 
van and trailer, �xed them up, painted them green and dropped them on campus. We put 
them in places where we thought people would come across the bikes, like in front of Bailey 
Library,� Wilson said.

 Je� Geibel of Prospect, Troy Sharbaugh of Altoona and 
Craig Stokan of Hollidaysburg are one of eight teams nation
ally to qualify for the Ameriprise Financial Planning 
Invitation competition.
 During the �rst phase of the competition the trio 
constructed a �nancial plan for a �ctitious couple. �e �rst 
phase was open to all schools that o�er a �nancial planning 
program. Ameriprise judges picked the eight �nalists. �e 
seven others are Texas Tech, Virginia Tech, Wright State, 
Appalachian State, Fort Hayes State, Kansas State and 
Minnesota State-Mankato. 
 In Minneapolis, the teams are undertaking case presentat
ions and participating in the �How Do You Know Challenge?� 
�is is a Jeopardy-like competition about �nancial planning 
topics.
